PART 3   EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Inspect areas to receive vents.  Notify the Architect of conditions that would adversely affect the installation or subsequent utilization of the vents.  Do not proceed with installation until unsatisfactory conditions are corrected.

B. If opening preparation is the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.

3.2 PREPARATION

A. Clean opening thoroughly prior to installation.

B. Prepare surfaces using the methods recommended by the manufacturer for achieving the best result for the substrate under the project conditions.

3.3 INSTALLATION

A. Install vents at locations indicated on the drawings and in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

B. Install vents plumb, level, in plane of wall, and in alignment with adjacent work.

C. Install joint sealants as specified in Section 07920.

D. Apply field topcoat within 6 months of application of shop prime coat.  Apply field topcoat as specified in Section 09910.
