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The Underwriters Laboratories, Inc.
(UL) classified label on a fire, smoke
or combination fire/smoke damper
means UL has tested representative
samples of that damper and deter-
mined they meet the requirements of
UL Standards for Safety 555 for fire
dampers, 555S for smoke dampers or
both of these standards for combina-
tion fire/smoke dampers. The label
also means that these dampers are
periodically inspected by UL at the
place of manufacture to ensure they
are built to UL procedures and con-
tinue to meet UL requirements. This
is an ongoing follow-up service that
distinguishes UL from most other
testing organizations.

The UL classified mark is also found
on the installation instructions for
fire, smoke and combination
fire/smoke dampers, meaning they

have been reviewed and approved by
UL.

There are three UL classification
marks currently being used in asso-
ciation with fire, smoke and combi-
nation fire/smoke dampers in North
America today.

Canada has
not yet adopted requirements for
dampers to meet the most current
versions of UL Standards 555 and
555S. Dampers with the c-UL Clas-
sified mark have not been tested to
the more stringent USA standards
and should not be used in the USA.
The 2003 International Building
Code (IBC) recognizes only the cur-
rent UL Standards 555 and 5558S.
Consequently, any fire, smoke or
combination fire/smoke damper
installed in a building constructed to
IBC requirements and marked with
a c-UL Classified label would be in
violation of the building code.
